Discuss how your library has or has not used streamed video. Has it heavily impacted your purchases of video in more traditional formats? If so, why or why not and what do you expect for the future?

1. We stream video on faculty request for students, but our faculty prefer to use traditional formats in class. It will probably be a few more years before they are comfortable with streamed video.

2. No interest at this time

3. We have not begun to offer streamed video.

4. Our community has a high number of families with no internet access especially high speed access. There is also a strong preference for physical media in all formats. We had strong circulation of VHS tapes until we phased them out of our collection.

6. I do not have usage data for streamed collections.

7. Decisions about purchasing downloadable films would be made consortium-wide; no plans to do so in immediate future.

8. Our library has not used streamed video. We continue to circulate a large volume of DVDs.

9. Has not impacted purchases. However, we will begin streaming some of our own archival material from our collections beginning in late 2011, on our own site.

10. The library has not streamed video although other units on campus may be doing so. In the library, we are seeing increasing numbers of requests to put streamed items on electronic reserves.

11. Not used presently, not sure about the future

12. No, we have not used streaming video
13. We currently license about 100 commercially vended titles and have an additional 100 open source materials streamed. We tend to only license materials that are required by or useful to large courses, or titles which have a track record of heavy use. Streamed video acquisition has had relatively little impact on other purchases or purchasing patterns. In addition to materials licensed by the Media Center, the college has access to several commercially curated collections of video purchased by branch libraries (Anthropology and Education) or available thru consortial acquisitions of the California Digital Library.

14. We have not used streamed video. Our Montana cooperative that shares downloadable audio and e-books has vaguely discussed this notion.

15. We have an in-house streaming portal that contains about 400 licensed films. It has not impacted our DVD purchases. We now subscribe to 5 Alexander St. Press video databases. These subscription have only had a minor affect on our AV budget, but I expect over time it will reduce the number of DVDs we purchase on topic covered by the database.

16. We will just start to use it this year, with a Films Media Group subscription.  There is a high demand for it with the increase of online education.

17. We don't have the expertise for this.

18. If we can buy streaming access at a reasonable price, where the content is hosted by the distributor, we do. We do not have the infrastructure to support real streaming. Programs at my university are unusually subject-focused and applied. Most of the content we want is not available via streaming in a way that meets our needs. Films Group is an exception. Streaming has not impacted our real operations much so far, and I don't expect it to very soon.

19. We are part of a consortium of community colleges and purchase Films on Demand as a group.
20. We just started using FILMS on DEMAND and will analyze

21. Library has acquired streaming rights when available at a "reasonable" price. We prefer streaming over traditional formats except for items in our popular circulating collection. We expect most video will be streamed within five years.

22. I expect to purchase more streaming content in the future. Currently, we purchase streaming content from a database type vendor as a package.

23. Most of them are coming from commercial vendors (i.e., FMG, Alexander Press, etc.) Yes, in the near future most of them will be on-line.

24. We have not used streamed video

25. Out IT environment (network) has discouraged use of streamed video. We hope upgrades and changes to IT environment will be more favorable to moving to streamed video.

26. Takes too much bandwidth

27. Server bandwidth is a problem. We have dedicated servers for our new ILS, but it is not equipped to handle extensive bandwidth to host.
28. Hardly use it at all, other than providing space for continuing education seminars

29. We have not used streaming video because lack of demand. However, we do have access to some streaming video through our electronic resources.

30. Streaming video is certainly desirable but is much more costly than traditional AV

31. We are a small rural library and do not have the capability of using streamed videos.

32. We don't use it because we cannot afford to subscribe to a single product at the expense of our purchasing of DVDs from several different vendors.

33. I am all for it as long as there are no copyright violations. We have a large number of faculty who are slow to adapt to new technologies, even though streamed video isn't new at all. There is no age distinction, but some discipline distinction. The other problem is that those who don't use it are willfully ignorant when it comes to learning what they are missing.

34. We use streaming to replace personal visits to the central library building to view DVDs etc. It has impacted access formats, DVDs, CDs, and VHS, but not preservation masters

36. We haven't used it and I don't expect we'll need it in the future.

37. The advent and coming of more streaming opportunities has me in a holding pattern. While I would actively like to collect videos on our school's very niche subject area, I can't help but think I would be dealing with an obsolescing media type. That said, there aren't presently streaming services that meet our needs, and individual films/media cannot be licensed it would seem like e-books. Also, we have no internal IT structure to maintain digitized copies.

38. Have not used streamed video

39. We have just begun to use streamed video, and expect to license more videos for streaming within the next 2-3 years.

40. We just subscribed to Films on Demand. We link to free streaming resources like Annenberg Media and Discovery Channel Videos.

41. It has not heavily impacted us; the DVD/video format remains in the top 2 or 3 format categories being checked out at each library location. We are complementing with streaming with OverDrive, Alexander Street, Safari, etc.

42. Not at all yet, but we are seriously considering spending up to approx. 50% of 2012 spending on streaming video, both in packages and individual purchase, thus increase in budget as shown above. This may come from a gift fund.

43. We have not found streamed video affordable. If a professor needs to have students use streamed films, he asks them to subscribe personally to Netflix.
44. The streaming video we have is heavily used, but we continue to purchase traditional formats due to availability.

45. We do not use streamed video

46. We do not have streaming video access at this time and there has been no discussion for adding it in the near feature.

47. We have not used streamed video yet. I anticipate that we will in the future.

48. We have purchased access to several collections. We stopped buying DVDs from Films Media Group where the title desired was included in the streamed group.

49. We are just getting into paid streaming video. Alexander Street Press database products were purchased within the last year. We are working on smaller, more individual licensing this year.
